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FIELD TRIAL REPORT

Terminology... (What does that mean? )

COH = called off by the handler (usually
when the handler realises that the dog has
totally forgotten where the bird might be and
is becoming embarrassing!)

COoJ = called off due to running out of
time. All retrieving events are time
monitored wit h the requirement being
that the dog has to pick up the last bird

within the allotted ti me. I f the dog hasndt

trial over.

COoJ = called off by the Judge. Relates to a number of minor misdemeanours includi  ng
hard mouth, not picking the birds up consecutively, dog not delivering to hand and handler
not holding onto the gun throughout the trial.

R/C = recalled. Terminology used in the North Island Trials, replaces traditional terms
COH, COT and COJ.

NE = means that the handler has not entered that section, usually the Limit, Novice
and Puppy aggregate sections as these are saved for the championship trials due to a
limited number of wins allowed.

All Breeds = open to all breeds of gundog. Tri al consists of a range, find, flush and retrieve
event on land (has to flush at least one homing pigeon) and has to retrieve at least two
birds from across water.

Retriever = open to all retrievers. Two or more sections consisting of two or more birds to  be

retrieved. One section must be across water.

Minors = for the up and coming dogs. Trials are Puppy (up to 12 months), Novice (usually
one bird retrieves over both land and water), Limit (two bird retrieve over land and water).
When the dog is successfully completing the limit trial, the handler can work on getting a
title for the dog & QC. From limit, the dog and handler progress to the open class which is
where our top dogs compete for the challenge points (All Breeds, Retriever).

QC = Qualifying Certi fi cate. Title placed at the

the dog can work successfully in the field, is not gun shy, handles game tenderly, etc and
this is awarded under an Approved Judge either in a Limit or Open Field Trial. The dog
must obtain 75 % and above in both the land and water sections. From this title you can
go on for the elusive FTCh.

FTCh = Field Trial Champion. Pl aced at the beginning

win six challenges under at least two separate Judg es to entitle it to the title of Field Trial
Champion (FTCh). One at least of these challenge points must be won away from its
owner6s home Cl ub.

All club championships award one challenge point to the winner of the All Breeds,
Retriever, Spaniel and Pointer/Setter. New Zealand Field Trial Championship winners
are awarded three challenge points, North & South Island Field Trial Championships
winners & two points. There has only been one golden with this title in New Zealand in

GFTCh = A dog gaining 20 challenge points becomes a Grand Field Trial Champion
(GFTCh).

The Retriever water trial began late as the judge managed to gei some el se ds 4 WD
stuck in mud! The judge also chose to use a single barrel gun which created some difficulty
for handlers who were compromised by physical disability or for novice handlers new to
handling guns. Later on this gun was changed to aleda#orel gun, and the handler had to

break the gun and then reload the gun to fire at the second bird thrown. This concept may
have beenused)t o make the handl ers thiiptochackiie obey
steadiness of the dog i) has this concept been brought about to create another barrier or
elimination process for retrievers and their handlers??
